I-SLAM TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION PACKAGE

Please read the following registration package FULLY, and provide signatures as indicated and required, so as to prevent unnecessary disagreements with organizers or refs during the tournament.

The first step is to simply print out, complete, and then mail the Tournament Registration Form WITH PAYMENT to the mailing address stated (alternatively, you can email the relevant information to teepu@i-slam.ca and state when payment will follow). 

The remaining forms in this Registration Package must be:

a. Circulated by the team captain to his teammates so that they are aware of all rules, codes of conduct, etc.

b. Printed by the team captain, or a designated alternate, prior to arriving on registration day, and sign as indicated onsite.

Please note that signing the documents within this Registration Package on behalf of teammates is plagiarism and unacceptable; the Organizers will continue to remain indemnified if any actions are brought against them by players or teammates of those players whose signatures were plagiarized, as plagiarism by a teammate is tantamount to the plagiarized player giving implicit permission to the teammate to do so.

In this registration package, you will find the following:

1. Tournament Registration Form – Team rosters AND payment must be submitted to Organizers prior to Final Registration deadline as posted on Tournament section of I-Slam web site (the date of receipt by organizers will determine the registration fee charged to the team).

2. Tournament Code of Conduct – Must be read by all players prior to the tournament, and a copy signed by the captain must be given to Organizers on registration day.

3. Tournament Rules - Must be read by all players prior to the tournament, and a copy signed by the captain must be given to Organizers on registration day.

4. Tournament Waiver - Must be read by all players prior to the tournament and a copy signed by all team players must be given to Organizers on registration day.

NOTES:

1. All teams are restricted to a maximum of two (2) non-Muslim players (Organizer reserve the right to refuse any players) on their roster. (For those who have more than 2 non-Muslim friends that wish to play we encourage you and them to register for I-Slam’s weekly basketball leagues in Mississauga or Scarborough, as only 50% of your team needs to be Muslim).

2. Organizers retain the final right to switch teams to a division other than the one selected by their captain if it is deemed necessary to ensure fairness, competitiveness, and integrity of the tournament.

3. All Players will be given wristbands on the first day of registration. These are NOT to be removed for the duration of the tournament. Individuals without wristbands will NOT be allowed to play. This will be STRICTLY enforced. Replacement of wristbands will incur a $25 administrative fee.

4. Spectators are welcome as long as they display modesty, in behavior and in dress, in line with the Islamic etiquette being promoted in the tournament, otherwise they may be asked to leave by the Organizers. A nominal entry fee may be charged.

Tournament Code of Conduct

UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR RESULTING IN DISCIPLINARY ACTION (severity of discipline at discretion of organizers):

· Swearing (at others or to one’s self)

· Arguing with referees consistently

· Using a tone inconsistent with an Islamic environment to any individuals present at the tournament.

· Taunting of players

· Trash talking
· Fighting (ZERO TOLERANCE!)
· All players who throw punches , regardless of whether in offense or defense, will be automatically ejected from the tournament and premises by the Organizers. A team ejection may also be issued by the Organizers depending on the severity of the altercation.

· For the team of the player fighting/throwing punches to remain in the tournament, they must NOT fight back but rather walk away, and restrain the involved teammate, no matter how difficult it is to do.
· Instigating confrontations

· Poor sportsmanship before/after games

· And other behaviours that may arise that Organizers deem contradictory to the spirit of the tournament which is to promote brotherhood within the Ummah.

As Captain, by signing below on behalf of myself and my team, I acknowledge and represent that I have read and understood this document, AND that the consequence of breach on my part, or any player on my team, of any of the above statements results in a non-refundable team registration fee, my team’s automatic ejection from the Tournament and premises, as well as a possible additional predetermined monetary fine (amount of penalty dependent on severity of violation).

Tournament Rules (subject to change at discretion of organizers prior to tournament; captains will be informed of any changes)

GENERAL RULES

· Minimum of age for players is 15 years of age. Divisions are NOT based on age, but rather skills. The Advanced division is for those teams who not only want a high level of competition, but can compete effectively at such a level. The Competitive are for those with less experience, typically younger players, but not restricted to such.

· All Tournament organizers (clearly marked as such) have TOTAL discretion to warn/penalize/disqualify any individual or team from the tournament based on their judgement of said individual’s/team’s conduct (see Tournament Codes of Conduct form).

· Referees have been given instructions to apply same powers as above for any games that they are overseeing.

· Volunteers have no such powers, so do not waste time complaining to them. The only discretion they have is to bring any disputes to the attention of the organizers. E.g. timers and scorers are responsible ONLY for those duties, as security volunteers are ONLY responsible for those duties, etc.
· THE SCHEDULE IS STRICT! NO GRACE PERIOD. TEAMS WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IF THEY SHOW UP LATE.
· All disputes or confusions are ONLY to be rectified by the Organizers.

· Players MUST wear the team shirts given to them by the Organizers. Failure to do so will result in a team technical, 2 free throws, and possession for the opposition for EACH player without a proper I-Slam Tournament t-shirt being worn.

PRELIMINARY ROUNDS

PRELIMINARY GAMES:

1. Games will be 5-on-5 full court, and back-court violations, 3-pointers, and offensive 3-second violations ARE in effect.

2. TWO (2) 10-minute halves, ONE (1) 30-second timeout per half. 2 minute half-time. NO stop-time (except for timeouts).

3. Individual fouls are recorded, and the 5th player foul results in their ejection from the game.

a. The 6th team foul will result in a ‘1and1’ bonus situation. The 10th team foul and onwards will result in a ‘2and2’ bonus situation.

b. Two technical fouls in one game (as assessed by referees during game) results in ejection of player from THAT game. Any further game ejections by a player results in that player’s removal from the tournament, and thus termination from tournament eligibility.

4. No stalling of time (e.g. taking too long to shoot free throws). If the referee, in his best judgement, believes that a team is stalling he will issue a warning. If the warning is not adhered to, the team guilty of stalling will give up possession to the opposing team. In addition, the opposing team will be awarded a ‘1and1’ bonus free throw.

5. NO overtimes. Any games tied at the end of regulation will be deemed as a tie.

PLAYOFF ROUNDS

1. The Playoff format will be a ‘one-loss and out’ format.

2. The number of teams advancing to the playoffs will depend on the number of teams entering the tournament. As in past years, efforts will be made to ensure that all teams advance to the playoffs. As such, the playoff structure will be announced to team captains after the Final Registration date and prior to the tournament start date.

3. Teams will be ranked (WITHIN their respective sub-divisions) based first on won-loss records, then head-to-head, then on point differential, and finally fewest points allowed.

4. First round playoff games will be 5-on-5 full court and have the same preliminary round rules apply to them with the exception of 3 minute overtime periods (ONLY last minute of overtimes are stoptime) if the situation arises.

5. 2nd round playoff games will have the following rule changes (any rules not mentioned below will be assumed to remain the same as the preliminary round rules):

a. Two (2) 15-minute halves, NO stop-time (except for the last 2 minutes of the second half IF AND ONLY IF the score differential is 5 points or less).

b. 2 minute half-time.

c. One (1) 30-second timeout per half

d. 3 minute overtime period (stop-time ONLY in last minute). One (1) timeout per team per OT (no carryover from 2nd half or previous OTs).

6. All Quarters, Semis, and Finals games will be same as 2nd round games EXCEPT 2 20-minute halves.

Tournament Waiver

Furthermore, I understand:

1. And agree fully to comply with the mandate, that the primary intention of participating in this event is to promote brotherhood, unity of the Ummah, and understanding of Islam. As such, I fully intend to attend and participate in all prayers and lectures while on the premises, and be a positive example for my peers.

a. Repeatedly not attending lectures/prayers while on premises may result in the ejection of violating players/teams from the Tournament and premises.

b. Falsely accusing another of not being Muslim or an I-Slam league player, or misrepresenting myself as a Muslim or an I-Slam league player, will result in immediate ejection of myself, and my team’s captain, from the Tournament and premises.
2. That I will be held responsible by the Organizers of the Tournament, for any theft, damage (eg. NO HANGING ON RIMS-IMMEDIATE EJECTION! NO WARNINGS) or loss of property caused by myself either directly or indirectly to the premises and am responsible for compensating the Organizers for FULL value of damage.

3. My image/likeness may be used by the organizers of this tournament in any marketing initiatives related to future I-Slam branded/related events.

4. That I will not be able to participate in ANY games as a player if I am not wearing the designated wristband placed on my wrist by the organizers, NO EXCEPTIONS!
5. That a NO REFUND policy takes effect after the Final Registration Date as indicated on the www.i-slam.ca tournament home page.

6. I will be held responsible for the conduct of all individuals associated with myself/my team while they are on the premises.
